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Abstract

Minutes and participants list for the Teleconference of the IEEE 802.11 TGs held on June 30, 2004 hosted by TGs Chairman Donald Eastlake of Motorola Laboratories.
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Highlights
· For the coming July 2004 802.11 Plenary meeting, the TGs will meet on Monday late afternoon and evening, Tuesday afternoon and evening, and Thursday morning. In total 14 meeting hours have been allocated. A joint meeting with 802.11r will be scheduled on Tuesday early afternoon session. The tentative TGs agenda can be found in 802.11-04/663r0.
· A few potential presentations have been discussed in the teleconference.
· The topics for the July meeting will include:
1. Terminologies definition
2. Usage model and functional requirements

3. Architecture presentations

4. Other ad-hoc subgroups results

5. TGs process for coming up with a draft 802.11 amendment
6. A joint meeting with 802.11r to discuss definition of DS and the potential overlapping areas.

Full Minutes

Call at 3PM (Pacific Daylight Time, 6PM Eastern US Daylight Saving Time).
Donald mentioned the tentative Working Group agenda was recently posted as document 11-04/592. TGs is scheduled to meet on Monday late afternoon and evening, Tuesday afternoon and evening, and Thursday morning. The tentative TGs agenda will on the server with document number 663. There will be the same number of total TGs hours as in previous 802.11 interim meeting. In that meeting, we have decided the goal of the coming meeting shall be:
· Adopt initial terminology definition document
· Usage case and functional requirements discussion
· Architecture presentation
· Other ad-hoc subgroup results and presentation

· A joint meeting with 802.11r

So far in addition to subgroup results, Donald was aware of one presentation on WLAN usage model on hotspots other than presentations by ad hoc subgroups.
Tricci mentioned if her workload allows, she plans to make two contributions: one will be on the issues and challenges of mesh networks, the other will talk about multicast traffic impact to wireless LAN.

Steve mentioned he will have a joint presentation on clarification of DS. A question was asked whether that’s ‘WDS’ or ‘DS’. Steve responded that the solution of TGs will be part of a DS, hence we have to fully understand what DS is first.
Steve also plans to have a presentation on high-level functional architecture of ESS mesh.
As for the terminology definition ad-hoc group result, Steve suggested in addition to presenting the core terminologies, it will be beneficial to the task group if we can set aside some time to discuss the terminologies. Donald agreed with the suggestion and will tentatively reserve discussion time on this topic before entering usage model discussion.
Tricci mentioned she started to work on supplementary terminologies, and will need time during the meeting to finalize the contribution. She prefers to have a slot later in the week to discuss related topics.
Tyan-Shu said there was a productive 2-hour ad-hoc group discussion on routing/forwarding related topics in the previous meeting. But there was no follow-up since then. It may be worthwhile to have a short presentation on what has been discussed to trigger the discussion, if people think that’s an important topic in the coming meeting. 

Bob Moskowitz (802.1 liaison to 802.11) said he plans to make one presentation on routing issues and the other on security requirements. It will depend on the schedule of 802.1 meeting for him to schedule his time slots.
For QoS ad-hoc subgroup, Lily mentioned most people were involved with the definition and usage models, she didn’t distract people onto the QoS topic. There were some initial comments/requests from people. There is no solid result yet, but she can work on an initial presentation toward this topic in the coming meeting, if people are interested.
Donald said he will reserve time to discuss task group working process, briefly on Tuesday evening and then again on Thursday.
Tricci asked Clint (802.11r chair) does he think 11r will be interested to share DS discussion. Clint said there was a presentation on the topic in 11r but no conclusion. It will be an interesting topic for the joint meeting.
Tricci also asked whether 11r has functional requirements for roaming and  how to separate the responsibilities between 11r and 11s. Clint’s response was that would depend on 11r and 11s task groups. 802.11 doesn’t have a process for dealing with overlapping between task groups. One thing Clint thinks worth mentioning is that it’s unclear which group will finish first, so we’d better use the same language. Steve seconded the suggestion.
Clint suggested having joint discussions whenever we have overlapped areas.
Donald suggested using the first afternoon slot on Tuesday to have the 11s and 11r joint meeting. So he outlined that TGs can use Monday (afternoon and evening) on terminology definition. There would be a joint meeting with TGr early Tuesday afternoon, and then usage model and functional requirement topics, plus a brief process discussion, for the rest of Tuesday. Thursday can be used for any additional presentations and for the second process discussion.
Tyan-shu asked whether we can have a discussion/presentation on potential overlapping between the two task groups. Tricci asked whether there exists a document on proposed architecture of 11r, Clint responded no. Then she asked what the relationship between 11r and IAPP is. Clint said one of the proposal recommended to utilize IAPP for 11r, but there is no conclusive decision yet. Donald and Bob reminded everyone that IAPP had one security issue and is a recommended practice, not a standard. At the end of this topic Donald suggested to call for a brief presentation for the joint meeting for potential overlapping of the two task groups.
Tricci reminded people who want his/her name to be listed on ad-hoc group joint contributions have to send her a note to indicate the willingness.
Donald expressed that all the goals of this teleconference have been achieved, and he thanked all the participants. The teleconference adjourned at 3:40PM PDT.
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
