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Minutes

Chair convened the call at 17:10 EDT

Chair outlined plans for San Antonio meeting.

Total 14 hours: 3 sessions Tuesday, 2 Wednesday, 2 Thursday.

Chair reminded the call of the vote in Berlin on TG mailing lists, which passed.  Chair has requested TGs reflector from WG chair, will follow up at next week’s CAC teleconf.

Chair also reminded that we were empowered to do an additional teleconf on Novemeber 10th which has been scheduled.

Chair proposed agenda for this teleconf:

1. AdHoc group updates

2. Scope document

3. Agenda for next call

Steve Conner summarized final AdHoc meeting in Berlin. 

Discussion was on criteria for January Call for Proposals

Based on straw poll  (see 11-04/1083r1) option 2.5 involving a lightweight requirements and criteria document will be used

Scope and Requirements document - will cover both in (mandatory, optional) and out-of-scope elements – will model it on TGr document - first draft is document 11-04/0970 - Tricci So has volunteered to edit it.

Comparison Criteria document - will define categories for comparison – eg. routing performance metrics – throughput, latency, convergence, complexity -  any simulation scenarios will be optional - Steve Conner has volunteered to edit this document.

Intent is to prepare drafts for November meeting and to spend November meeting discussing them.

Steve C will upload template document, mail to 802.11 reflector indicating the number.

Suggestion to put document content in a location available to those who contact Steve.

Steve C offered to do that for Criteria doc

Follow up quickly with formal .doc submission.

Chair indicated current November agenda is split between discussion on requirements / criteria as well as other docs that would be referenced by the call for proposals.

Suggestion that Requirements doc be focus of next call, Criteria the one after, final call cover November agenda and anything remaining on either document.

Steve C gave an update on Usage Models AdHoc.

New military scenarios had overlap with existing public safety, are now being included in document.

Fine tuning of formatting and summarizing unique requirements.

Will likely be updated before November.

One more Usage Model AdHoc group teleconf planned before November.

Discussion on balance between technical vs call for proposal related documents in November.

Reminder that partial proposals will be allowed.

Chair outlined TGr proposal path, which could include combining any proposal which receives over 75% support.

This is normal process in early days. Then a draft is iterated with improvements from members – which could also be partial proposals.
