Chair convened the call at 17:13 


Chair reported that it is likely that TG-specific reflectors would initially be provided by subscribing all .11 members to all TG’s - each member can then un-subscribe as desired.

Call for Proposals will reference at least two documents:

1. Scope and Requirements, draft of Suggestions and Comments for this document to be discussed today.

2. Comparison Criteria

Steve Conner outlined structure of document 1174r2, based on 970r4, 970r3 was officially accepted at Berlin TGs meeting, the 970r4 document reflects subsequent comments from an ad hoc meeting held after the TGs sessions in Berlin.
Discussion about the meaning of “Minimum Requirements”.  Draft spec will refer to Mandatory and Optional requirements – that definition will come later.  Not necessary for initial proposals.  Suggested that requirements directly from PAR be identified.

FR 9,10,12 were not explicitly called out in PAR

Where does QoS “co-ordination” fit?  Perhaps in MAC, perhaps in CFG_MGMT.  At least mention in each functional category.  Note QoS is not called out in PAR. Also might want to itemize QoS items that are out of scope.

Call FC5 MMAC for clarity.

What about mobility?  Clarify 4.6 “compatibility with STA mobility”

FC8 “Configuration and Management” is not in PAR. Need to clarify FCs are only here to provide structure for document.

In all FR’s change Mesh AP to Mesh Point, add note that Mesh Point includes Mesh AP, per Terms and Definitions document 

FR1: add notes to clarify focus on peer to peer discovery, forming adjacencies

FR2: add “routing protocol(s) should support broadcast, multicast and unicast”

FR2: replace “layer-2protocol” with “MAC address based protocol”

FR5: add “routing” protocols, move FR5 to FR3

Agreed to use the 1174 document as a replacement for 970 moving forward
