IPR Statement

· Chair reviewed, there were no questions

Task Group Status

· 35 intentions to submit have been received as documented in 11-0/112/r14 including 9 presented in March, 10 in May, each of which were subjected to Straw Polls

· As of today, notices of 12 proposals and their submissions have been receiver, 11-05/597r0 lists them, 6 full, 6 partial

· 6 additional documents are on the server, but the authors have not yet provided e-mails, they must do so by end of day tomorrow

· All these proposals will presented in July, full proposals will get more time, probably twice that of partial proposals (using the full/partial definitions in 11-05/274r8)

· One submission, 11-05/572r1, will not be presented as a proposal per the author

Agenda for San Francisco

· We currently have 20 hours – by vote of 802.11 at the last plenary one evening (Mon or Tue) is left free for 802.11 related tutorials, for July it is Monday evening, Thurs evening also unavailable due ot the CAC meeting – so ad hoc 802.11 meetings have been added Monday morning 

· We are currently scheduled Monday morning opposite the Exec Committee and Plenary - not an official part of meeting, ad hoc.

Question - does this requirement to upload preliminary version of presentation apply to July meeting?  There were no questions or comments

· Current document doesn’t include the last step from confirmed proposal to draft – it was in earlier version of 274, 

· Chair suggested we bring the topic up at July meeting and agree at that time

· Juan Carlos will produce an r9 with material from previous version 

Future Teleconfs

· Wednesday June 29th  and July 13th 

· Only outstanding topic is (as discussed above) draft text for procedures to first draft 

· Chair suggested we may not need both calls

· Agreed that July 13th would be the preferred time
