1. Review of 11-05/566r2

The Chair reviewed the document

Question about order of the first two partial proposal presentations, which are shown near the end of the agenda:

Chair explained the order is based on 11-05/597r4, which is based on Stu Kerry’s randomization of two lists, one list of full proposals plus 4 numbered hour slots to be used for partial proposal presentations and one list of partial proposals. The hour slots for partials happened to come out in the order 2-3-4-1 so the first two partial proposals in the randomized order end up being after the other partial proposals.

Chair will update 597r4 accordingly and include a footnote pointing out the change.

Chair reviewed the only new section, 5, the procedure for getting from selected proposal to draft. 

First para…

Chair will change “Draft 1.0” to  “Draft  0.1” - 1.0 is the version that goes to Letter Ballot, 

Also agreed to drop “(s) “from “proposal(s)” in the first sentence – at this stage there is only one proposal

Second paragraph:

Change to “forwarded to working group for approval for letter ballot”

Suggestion made to compare this last point with other TG procedures

No further changes were suggested.
