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Minutes

The Chair convened the call at 16:06 EST

The announced agenda for the meeting was to consider the following documents in order:

Chair mentioned that IPR statement per the new template should be included on the front page
Previous comments on 4.1, 4.3 and 4.6 have been included and new references have been added.

Emphasized again this is not a requirements doc, recommended reading only.

Question on what changes can be made to support full speed multicast/broadcast – Chair responded MAC changes would be within scope.  Noted that 802.11 today says they are sent at “basic rates”.   Suggested changes to text were requested (perhaps for section 4).

 2.  The Chair outlined 11-05/1430r8
Only changes were to include 3 alternatives as proposed by DJ Shyy at the last teleconference, numbered 2a and 2b. Also updated document references.

3.  Alok Nandan presented 11-05/1603r0  

Again, presentation needs IPR statement per template

Work is a continuation of MIT’s Roof Top Network findings.  

Discusses extensions to ETX (Expected Transmission Count), previously proposed in that project.  Proposes use of probing at varying rates

Questions…

How often does probing happen?  Need to do moving average

How do probing packets get through if QoS is desired?  Use separate queue at link layer

At what rates do you probe – eg. top and bottom

How does this interact with PHY management – will use whatever rate the link is using

Probing and decision happens at every node

Will present at March meeting when more results are available
